“You have heard that it was said to the people long ago, ‘You shall not murder, but
anyone who murders will be subject to judgment.”

lll. THERE ARE TWO WAYS BY WHICH WE MUST DEAL WITH THE
SERIOUSNESS OF THIS SIN-(23-26)

A. There is a priority to making relationships right-(23-24)

“Therefore, if you are offering your gift at the altar and there remember...”
B. There is an urgency to making relationships right-(25-26)

“Settle matters quickly with your adversary who it taking you to court.”
